THE CATHOoLIC CAMPAIGN FOR IMMIGRATION REFORM

On January 22, 2003, the United
States Conference of Catholic Bishops
(USCCB) wrote “Strangers No Longer:
Together on the Journey of Hope”. In
this landmark pastoral letter, the bishops
acknowledged that our immigration
system is in need of reform. Now,
seven years later, it is anticipated that
immigration reform legislation may be
introduced in the Senate during 2010. In
light of this, the USCCB has launched
a nation-wide campaign to encourage
Catholics to send postcards to our elected
officials telling them that immigration
reform must begin now.

Last week we introduced information
on “Justice for Immigrants”, The Catholic
Campaign for Immigration Reform
and asked you to prayerfully consider
participating in this campaign. Today we
hope you will take action by filling out a
postcard to Senators Boxer and Feinstein
and Representative Eshoo (Monte
Sereno + Saratoga, District 14) or Honda
(Campbell, Los Gatos, San Jose, District
15) asking that they support immigration
reform legislation now.

Specific recommendations made by the
bishops in the pastoral letter include:

0 A call to address the global
poverty and injustice issues which
compel migrants to leave their
homelands.

0 A call to reunite families of

United States citizens who have been
waiting for 5, 10, 15 or more years for a
visa to become available for a loved one.

0 A call for a more rational and
humane system by which laborers from
other countries can enter the country
legally to fill positions in the labor force,
including on a temporary basis.

0 A call to provide an “earned
path” for currently undocumented
immigrants to be able to obtain legal
immigration status.

The Bishops are not in favor of illegal
immigration. That is why the Church
supports the creation
of legal avenues for
migration and legal
status for migrants.
The Church has always
supported the right
of a sovereign nation
to secure its borders,
although it should be
done in a manner that
protects human life,
to the greatest degree
possible. For more information, please

WVHAT I1s WAV AND WHY SHOULD YOU ENCOURAGE A TEEN TO ATTEND!

One of the greatest challenges any teen ministry faces is the ability to present the gift
of God’s love in a way in which teens can accept and own it as their own. We try to
do it by building a community for teens in which they feel participatory and part of the
parish community as a whole. A feeling of belonging and acceptance is a foundational
stone on which faith may be built, not to mention absolutely essential for future

involvement.

Realized faith is not an academic performance of memorized prayers and facts, but
a personal way of being reflective of God’s message. It is not a chore or habit that is
done with rote precision; it is dynamic and fluid, and must become personal and unique
to each teen as an individual. True faith is not conformity for conformity sake, it must
have meaning and it must stand up to all the other variables teens encounter in their
daily lives. Relevance is a critical component. Our programs must be significant and
important to our teens, in their communities and daily lives. That means, awareness
of what it is like to be in high school in the year 2010, in Silicon Valley, in trying
times with ever changing social norms. This is done using examples from their lives,
including music, social behavior, family issues, political news, entertainment medias,
celebrities and much more. Our programs put the teens to task by getting them to look
at things from different perspectives, imagine things differently, walk in someone else’s
shoes, identify with becoming valuable members of a greater community and digging
deep inside to glimpse at their authentic selves.

Needless to say we are unconventional at times and down right goofy at other times.
Laughter and joy are also part of the process! We encourage anyone interested to join
us! Our next meeting is February 21st at 4:30 pm in Hofmann Center. Our topic is
“temptation”, and we will be looking at examples in our current world of temptation

gone terribly wrong.
