Sometimes there is no time to wait 
for an answer. Recent events in Haiti 
and Chile point to a crisis that requires 
immediate action. Saving lives will top 
the list of any action plan, and thanks be 
to God there are those especially suited 
for this purpose; they know what to do 
and how to do it.

Normally, we are not stressed by 
this level of crisis, rather we seek a 
direction that will lead us to fruitful and 
meaningful life. This Lent is a season to 
reassess our approach to God and others. 
Confl ict, suffering, surviving may well 
make our lives more complex. Still, 
we will not be well if we fail to see the 
grace of God that surrounds us. A simple 
concept, yes, particularly when we are 
open to it.     

Often people refl ect on simplicity as 
an alternative way of life in an otherwise 
complicated and materialistic world. Last 
I checked there is a magazine titled “Real 
Simple” that is dedicated to simplifying 
life. There is stark irony with an attempt 
to simplify one’s life by way of material 
goods in a complex social setting. It 
seems that simplicity is reduced to a 
matter of good taste or building a better 
mousetrap. Even this analysis—cynical 
as it may be—makes simplicity complex.

The lyric to the Donovan song used 
in the fi lm “Brother Sun Sister Moon” 
evokes the kind of Franciscan simplicity 
that many seek as a genuine approach 
to God. “If you want to live life free, 
take your time, go slowly. Do few things 
but do them well, simple joys are holy.” 
There are many that would like to make 

this form of simplicity a regular practice 
in life, and some have embraced this way 
successfully.

Even while this may be true for some 
more than others, everyone faces some 
form of complexity. Whether these are 
moral or relational dilemmas, confl icts 
over power or wealth, or struggles to 
survive, all of us do well to realize that 
each day presents new opportunities for 
fi nding a simple path to God and others. 
We can hold on to principles that will 
assist with the conventional, though we 
are often stymied by the unexpected. 
How ought we approach the unexpected 
in a way that leads us to greater 
simplicity?

As with all events in life, we depend 
upon the grace of God. When we are not 
aware of this grace, we do well to bring 
our concern to prayer, to listen to others’ 
council and seek God’s providence. We 
cannot expect simplicity to come with 
immediacy, and if we are wise we will 
wait for the answer. 

A SPIRIT OF SIMPLICITY

 My parents are lucky to be part of 

a wonderful community in Scottsdale, 
Arizona.  The community goes by many 
names:  The Franciscan Renewal Center, 
The Casa, Our Lady of Angels.  Over the 
years, I’ve been fortunate to participate 
in many liturgies, programs and classes 
at The Casa.  And, the one thing that 
strikes me whenever I attend Mass there 
is the overwhelming sense that there is no 
place else anyone in the assembly would 
rather be at that moment!  Oh, what a 
feeling!  Being in the desert, Holy Week 
at The Casa is like being transported 
to Jerusalem.  Many of the liturgies 
are held outside, nestled at the base of 
Mummy Mountain with the sun shining 
(sometimes beating!) and breeze blowing.  
My favorite Holy Week treasure is the 
Stations of the Cross done on Good 
Friday.  It isn’t anything like The Stations 
I knew as a child.  It is brought to life 
with real characters, beautiful music and 
touching refl ections.  Simply put, it takes 
your breath away.

 So, a few years ago, I came to the 
Parish Staff with a proposal:  could we 
pull this off at St. Mary’s right here in 
Los Gatos?  

  
The answer was a resounding “yes!”.
 Now, Journey of Decision:  A Way 

of the Cross is back for it’s third year, 
with the support of Corliss Greene and 
Terri Trotter.  Two of the participants:  
Don O’Neill and Luey Maclean are 
actually back for the hat trick, their third 
appearance in the program.  We have 
5 others returning from last year and 7 
new talents to help bring the Stations 
of the Cross to life on Thursday, March 
25th at 7:00 p.m.   The full cast includes 
your fellow parishioners:  Michael Kane, 
Bob Murphy, Michael Hughes, Karen 
McQuade, Frank Laurencio, Lexie 
Lanoie, Don O’Neill, Michela Laccabue, 
Jeremiah Clauss, Cary Cochrell, John 
Ferrari, Sarah Bonini, Luey Maclean 
and Daniel McGrath.   We are blessed to 
have members of so many parts of our 
community represented in this line-up:  
adult parishioners, students at Bellarmine, 
St. Francis and Mitty High Schools, 
students at St. Mary’s School and a 
teacher at St. Mary’s, too!  Together, with 
Corliss Greene and her gifted musicians, 
the Journey of Decision company has 
been assembled.  

 In the Gospels, many people are 
involved in the death of Jesus, some 
more directly than others.  And, while the 
Gospel writers don’t reveal the 

thoughts of these people, we know 
that each of them was confronted with 
a diffi cult decision:  to accept or reject 
Jesus.  Journey of Decision brings these 
characters to life.  On this night, the 
biblical characters Jesus met along The 
Way share with us what it was like to 
be in their shoes.  We listen to them.  
We connect with them.  We understand 
them.  And they, in turn, ask us a simple 
question, “What would you have done 
if you had been in the crowd that day?”.  
Powerful stuff!

 If you have attended Journey of 
Decision in the past, please come again 
and bring a friend!  The gift of scripture 
is that it speaks to us differently every 
time we hear it.  With whom will you 
connect this year?  Simon’s “why me?” 
attitude?  Mary’s sadness?  Pilate’s 
ambition?  Chances are, it will be a 
different character this year than it was 
last year.

 For those of you who have not 
attended yet, please mark your calendars 
and join us.  It is a powerful evening of 
prayer, emotion, refl ection and music.  
And, it is our Lenten gift to you.  Just sit 
back and take it all in.  All are welcome!

EDGE

PARTICIPATING IN THE

LENTEN PRACTICES:
PRAYER, FASTING, AND

ALMSGIVING

In last Monday’s EDGE session, 
participants learned about the Lenten 
practices of prayer, fasting, and 
almsgiving and saw ways to incorporate 
them into their daily lives—at Lent and 
throughout the year. Through large group, 
individual, and small group activities, 
participants saw how to put these 
practices into action. 

The students discussed fasting and 
feasting: saying Yes to Good AND 
Almsgiving: Sharing My Time, Talent, 
and Treasure 

The students discussed the following 
points and questions: How many of 
you are asked to give up something for 
Lent? What are some things we give up 
for Lent? Have each student respond to 
these questions. Then ask what fasting is, 
making sure these points are covered:

Fasting refers to limitations on food 
and drink 

The practice of fasting before receiving 
communion has been a universal practice 
in the Church since the fi fth century

Today, we are asked to fast one hour 
(no food or drink, except water or 
medicine) before receiving communion.

Sometimes, for medical reasons—
having a blood test or other test 
performed—we are asked to fast from 
food and water for a period of 8-12 hours.

During Lent, we have two mandatory 
days of fasting—Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday.

While it is still a good idea to ‘give 
up something’ or fast from something 
for Lent, many people add something to 
their spiritual practice. We can call this 
‘feasting on’ something. For example, we 
may decide to fast from our daily mocha 
from Starbucks and feast on how the 
money we save will be donated to a local 
food pantry.

Postcard Campaign 

The weekend of February 13/14 we 
offered our parishioners the opportunity 
to participate in the U.S. Catholic 
Bishop’s postcard campaign to reform 
immigration policy. At the heart of the 
issue is the foundational Catholic Social 
Teaching, the dignity of the human 
person. The scriptural passage from 
Matthew 25 places Jesus’ challenge to 
care for our brothers and sisters clearly 
in front of us. As members of the Body 
of Christ we are called to seek justice for 
all.  We received over 160 postcards back 
from St Mary’s parishioners in support of 
justice for immigrants.
