On April 23, 1833 Ozanam and six 
friends met and placed themselves under 
the patronage of Saint Vincent de Paul 
whose spirit and example inspired them. 
The Society of Saint Vincent de Paul 
(SVdP) was born. The society grew at a 
dazzling rate and now boasts over 50,000 
conferences spanning 139 countries and 
having over 875,000 members. 

The St Mary’s Conference opened 
in 1930. We have 27 active members 
involved in works of charity all through 
the year. Our programs include: 
‘St Vincent de Paul Clothing Collection’ 

Clothes are collected twice a year and 
distributed to individuals and families in 
Alviso and Tijuana, Mexico.  Collecting 
clothes for the ‘Truck of Love’ program 
began in 1985. The program was 
established by Pete Fullerton to provide 
clothing for those living in the ‘garbage 
dump’ community in Tijuana and the 
Hopi Indians in Arizona. Pete would 
collect the clothes from neighboring 
parishes and truck them to Mexico and 

Saturday a month our members 
gather in the conference room at

 7 a.m. to prepare brown bag lunches 
consisting of sandwiches, drinks, fruit 
and cookies. The lunches are delivered to 
the CTC Day Worker Center at San Jose 
and provided workers as they head out 
to jobs. 

The SVdP also provides assistance 
to those who knock at our Church 
doors. Any person in need is directed 
to the Director of Pastoral Care and 
Community Ministries who then contacts 
a SVdP Conference member.   Two SVdP 
members visit the individual or family to 
assess their needs and provide assistance 
by way of provisions for the week, or 
gas for the car, or payment for a past due 
PG&E bill, or perhaps partial payment 
for rent in arrears. 

Whenever our members visit a family 
they provide more than the physical 
needs or financial assistance, they tell 
the family, “We care” This is enough 
to bring hope to those in despair.  The 
smiles from those less privileged warm 
our hearts. This is what keeps us going.

GLOBAL 

STEWARDSHIP 

33 years ago I was employed as a 
gas station attendant—euphemistically 
known as a petroleum transfer engineer. 
In those days, self-service was a 
relatively new concept that provided a 
less expensive way to purchase gasoline. 
When I started, regular was 60 cents 
a gallon at self-serve! Still, many 
customers were better acquainted with 
full-serve and did not mind spending 
extra for their purchase. Besides, we 
washed the windows, checked under the 
hood, and often added air to their tires, all 
as a part of full service. 

Due to the Arab oil embargo in 1973, 
the US experienced a gas shortage. 
In order to balance between customer 
demand, gasoline quantities, and fewer 
deliveries, we were forced to establish 
even and odd days. This system regulated 
gasoline purchases. Depending on the last 
number on the license plate, a customer 
was allowed to purchase gas so long as it 

was the correct day.  
Needless to say, this created a good 

deal of turmoil. People waited in line to 
fill their tanks. As an attendant, I turned 
many customers away because their plate 
number did not correspond to the correct 
day. Many became angry, others tried to 
win permission, while still others gamed 
the system by changing their plates to suit 
the given day. It was a nightmare.  

There were many solutions proposed— 
fuel-efficient cars, electric cars, greater 
capacity for public transportation, etc. As 
innovative as we have proven ourselves 
as a nation, I am dismayed that so little 
is changed since my youth. Albeit there 
are now more viable alternatives to the 
internal combustion engine, I still wonder 
if we will ever find a new source of 
energy to fuel our mobility. 

Everywhere I travel it is the same. 
The world depends on oil for transport. 
Current predictions suggest that we will 
soon deplete oil reserves though no one 
can say exactly when this will occur. 
Perhaps what is more difficult to address 
are predictions of climate change and 
whether human activity is contributing 
to it. There is no dispute however on the 
matter of our effect on the environment. 

A comedian once suggested that it is 
arrogant to say we are destroying the 
planet. Earth has existed long before the 
human species, and it’s likely to remain 
long after our self-extinction. Geologic 
change is quite different from the changes 
we perceive in human history.    

Rather than frame these issues as 
political, we may wish to consider a 
religious focus. God creates us in God’s 
image and makes us stewards of the 
earth. We have not always proven capable 
of this distinguished title. Over the next 
generations of Catholics born to our 
home planet, we do well to consider how 
we will make good on the best use of the 
resources left to us and our progeny. The 
recent Ken Burns presentation on the 
Nation Parks begins to reveal our shared 
heritage of the land and puts us in touch 
with the natural world. May we learn to 
cherish the goodness God bestows on us 
and use wisely what remains.

CONFESSION OF A TECH JUNKIE 

Perspective on Technology 
I am a technology junkie. I live in 

Silicon Valley… work for a high tech 
start up… order or stand in line for hours 
to get the newest gadget. I carry at all 
times an iPhone, Blackberry, GPS, digital 
camera, Flip Video and MacBook.  Here 
is a perspective: 

It is 5:30 in the morning on Saturday… 
I have tip toed down the stairs and 
poured a cup of Peet’s… I go to the Mac 
in the kitchen and notice those I follow 
on Twitter have 13 new tweets and 5 of 
my followers have re-tweeted my most 
recent tweet… After a few minutes of 
tweeting and re-tweeting, I update my 
Facebook status to point out it is “Daddy 
Day”. While commenting on half a 
dozen overnight posts from friends on the 
other side of the globe, I get pulled into 
three different chat sessions with friends 
and family on the East Coast. I grab 
my iPhone and continue the chat while 
making breakfast. My three beautiful 
daughters (ages 1, 3 and 4) come 
downstairs and lobby for pancakes… 

When I go to get the pancake mix, the 
four year old grabs the iPhone and 
snaps a picture of my youngest daughter 
and I mixing pancake batter.  I decide 
it is so cute that I immediately post it 
to Facebook and attach it to a Tweet 
about how great it is to be a Dad. After 
breakfast, we take the kids over the hill 
to Twin Lakes Beach.  The GPS on my 
iPhone alerts a friend we are in Santa 
Cruz and the combined families build 
sand castles. We end the day with a bike 
ride through Los Gatos, the kids baths 
and story time… Before going to bed, I 
upload the pictures and videos we took 
to Facebook and chat and Tweet with 
various friends about another exciting 
Saturday. 

Sunday comes and the day starts very 
much the same with a combination of 
the web, iPhone and other electronic 
gadgetry.   There is one exception… 
when it is 7:30am, we enter St Mary’s 
church where I turn off my iPhone 
(and all the other devices). I always 
viewed the church as my one sanctuary 
away from the Internet world, but this 

Sunday would be different.  I noticed 
my daughters in matching dresses sitting 
quietly in the pew each reading their own 
book while the priest gave his homily.  
I couldn’t resist the temptation, so I 
grabbed my iPhone and took a picture 
of them and immediately uploaded it 
to Facebook and wrote a quick Tweet 
about it. The re-tweets and Facebook 
comments range from “adorable” to 
“sacrilegious”. Later it dawns on me 
that this is my first picture (out of 3,300 
I have put on my Facebook) and my first 
post (of over 10,000) that involves St 
Mary’s or the catholic mass.  I ponder 
whether this is good or bad… 

Ultimately, I decided it is bad for 
me, bad for the church and bad for the 
catholic community that the mass has 
remained mostly disconnected from this 
connected world. I met with our Pastor 
for a couple of hours and bemoaned the 
lack of social internetworking within the 
catholic faith and the apparent opposition 
to embracing the connected world.

Liturgy 

FEAST OF ALL SAINTS AND ALL SOULS 
Communion of Saints 

- The Communion of Saints is the 
spiritual union of all Christians living 
and the dead, those on earth, in heaven 
and, in Catholic belief, in purgatory. 
They share a single “mystical body”, 
with Christ as the head, in which each 
member contributes to the good of all and 
shares in the welfare of all. In Catholic 
terminology, the Communion of Saints is 
thus said to comprise the pilgrim church 
(those alive on earth), the suffering 
church (those undergoing purification 
in Purgatory for entry into heaven), and 
the triumphant church (those already in 
heaven)(cf. CCC 954-959). 

The Feast of All Saints Day on 
November 1 and the Feast of All Souls 
Day on November 2 reminds us of our 
relationship to those in the other states 
(i.e. triumphant church and suffering 
church). These are days of remembrance, 
celebration and prayer. 

The Roman Catholic Church point to 
this doctrine in support of our practice 
of asking the intercession of the saints 
in heaven, whose prayers (cf. Revelation 
5:8) are seen as helping us fellow 
Christians on earth. These same churches 
refer to this doctrine in support of the 
practice of praying for the dead (as seen 
in 2 Timothy 1:16-18). 
Feast of All Saints - 

The Feast of All Saints is the 
celebration of our relationship with those 
in the triumphant church - those who 
have preceded us in entry to heaven. It is 
an opportunity for followers to remember 
all saints and martyrs, known and 
unknown, throughout Christian history. 
In the sixth century, Pope Boniface IV 
proclaimed May 13, 610, Feast of All 
Holy Martyrs held in Rome to honor all 
martyrs not listed in local records. In 835, 
Pope Gregory IV (827-844) changed the 
date and name to November 1 and Feast 
of All Saints. 

“We celebrate today the solemnity of 
All Saints. This invites us to turn our 
gaze to the immense multitude of those 
who have already reached the blessed 
land, and points us on the path that will 
lead us to that destination.” Pope John 
Paul II, All Saints’ Day 2003 
All Souls’ Day - 

All Souls’ Day is marked on Nov. 2, 

directly following All Saints’ Day, and 
is an opportunity for Roman Catholics 
to commemorate the faithful departed. 
The Church has consistently encouraged 
the offering of prayers and Mass for 
the souls of the faithful departed in 
Purgatory. Reasoning behind this stems 
from the notion that when a soul leaves 
the body, it is not entirely cleansed from 
venial (minor) sins. However, through 
the power of prayer and self-denial, the 
faithful left on earth may be able to help 
these souls gain the Beatifi c Vision they 
seek, bringing the soul eternal sublime 
happiness. The faithful on earth can assist 
these souls in Purgatory in attaining the 
Beatific Vision through their prayers, 
good works and the offering of Requiem 
Mass for the dead, visiting family graves 
and reflecting on lost loved ones. 

Novena of Masses for the Dead - We 
will be celebrating a Novena of Masses 
here at Saint Mary of the Immaculate 
Conception Church commencing on 
November 2nd for the souls of our 
faithful departed. Special “All Souls” 
envelopes are available at the church, 
which may be used to list those 
loved ones whom you wish to have 
remembered in our community’s highest 
form of prayer, the daily Mass. Extra 
envelopes are available in the Church and 
at the Parish Office. 

Please return your envelopes before 
November 2nd by dropping them in the 
collection baskets or bringing them to the 
Parish Office.

COMMUNICATION 101 – COME TO THE TABLE 

As recently as 1999, teens were 
together during the day at school and for 
a few hours after school. They hung out 
for an afternoon over the weekend and 
enjoyed a movie or a party on Friday or 
Saturday night. Other than that, social 
life pretty much ended. They went home 
and entered a private space; teenage 
social life and peer-to-peer contact had 
a limit. Teenagers didn’t like it, but 
the limit was healthy and effectual. 
Adolescents needed then, and need now, 
a reprieve from the tribal customs and 
peer fixations of middle school and high 
school. Balance and perspective from 
mature, caring adults is critical to help 
our youth navigate this volatile stage in 
development. Left to themselves it is easy 
to understand how teens can become self-
absorbed and consider the details of their 
lives eminently memorable. 

One powerful antidote to the stress 
and pressure a dynamic 24/7 network 
of communication places on our young 
people is within our grasp – the practice 
of eating together as a family on a 
regular basis. Countless family studies 
and behavioral reports concur that 
dedicated, consistent family time spent

around the dinner table is invaluable in 
developing well-balanced individuals. 
The process of sharing conversation, 
discussing events relevant to the 
family members, and even engaging in 
respectful exchanges that are marked 
by disagreement and differences of 
opinion all contribute to personal growth 
and development. 

Despite suggestions to the contrary, 
teens do care about what parents think. 
In a recent study at the University of 
Oregon, lead author Jennifer H. Pfeifer 
reports, “…these fi ndings provide 
evidence confirming the sensitivity of 
adolescents to what they believe others 
think of them, especially parents…more 
importantly, they suggest that being able 
to see others’ perspectives on oneself may 
be particularly critical to development in 
adolescence.” 

So, take time to come to the table 
regularly as a family.  Block out 
distractions; no phone, no computer, no 
TV. Come prepared to share stories and 
experiences from your lives as you enjoy 
an evening meal together. Examine what 
you value and what your dreams are 
made of. Come face to face with some of 
the most important people in your world.

Teens and young adults only 
understand this world, and to appeal to 
this critical demographic, the church 
must connect. His challenge was for me 
to “get involved”, which I did by joining 
our Pastoral Council. While there are 
strong arguments on both sides, I struggle 
to see the harm of offering parishioners 
the ability to participate in a St Mary’s 
social network. The beauty of social 
networking on the internet is that it is 
“pull”, not “push” (allowing the user to 
pull the information when they want it, 
not have it pushed at them {like email, 
phone or mail solicitation}). If you 
don’t like the concept of Facebook or 
Twitter, no one makes you participate.  If 
you find value in the experience, you use 
it. While there are a number of catholic 
social networks (www.4marks.com, 
www.mycatholicvillage.com, www.xt3. 

com to name a few), they are small and 
not focused on our community. 

The Communications committee of 
the Pastoral Council is exploring the 
idea of offering the parishioners an 
expanded catholic experience by creating 
a St Mary’s social network.  It could 
include daily prayers, tweets, homilies, 
a blog from Father Rick and feeds from 
numerous catholic sources, all with the 
ability for the members in the network to 
interact with other parishioners about the 
content. The goal would be to enhance 
the experience of the church through use 
of the latest technology and leverage the 
Silicon Valley talent available within our 
parish.
